Theme 
Wasco County, once the largest county in United States history, celebrated it’s 154th anniversary on January 11th, 2008 

The petition to establish Wasco County was presented in Salem by R.R. Thompson on Jan. 3, 1854, signed by 23 individuals.  Oregon 
Territorial Legislature created and organized the county eight days later.  Wasco County, home of Fort Dalles, one of the first military 
installations in the NW, was also the largest county in United States history! 
The “Wasco County Shootout” commemorates the rich heritage beginning with the Cayuse War (1847-1850) and the actual “End of the 
Oregon Trail” before 1846, when Samual Barlow petitioned the provisional Government of the Oregon Territory for a charter to build a 
wagon road from The Dalles “to the valley of Clackamus.”
